The court system has long been a mystery to most people.  Certainly, the history of the court system has been lost to most, and they are left with the present impressions.
The original courts were set up in the market place, and were known as the merchant’s courts or the court of the staple.  So, originally, one went to court at the market to settle disputes regarding transactions which occurred in the market place.  One could just as well consider that when court  is open, it means that the market is open … for business.

In our present ‘markets’ we are dealing with negotiable instruments.  Therefore, it should be obvious that the courts for the main part are dealing in negotiable instruments.  Hummm, that sort of sounds like commerce, now doesn’t it?

And since the courts are dealing in negotiable instruments, it is not too far-fetched to think of the court as a bank.  In fact, if one were to look closely one might conclude that the court is set up just as a bank would be.

For instance, if one glances up above the door upon entering into the court building you will see a most interesting thing.  There is usually a sign right above the door that says:  Doors to remain unlocked during business hours.

Furthermore, if one wants to research the local court, you will find it listed on Dunn and Bradstreet as a business.  As I was researching a particular state court in Utah, I first tried finding that particular business/court on Dunn and Bradstreet.  But it did not appear under that particular name.  What I did find was a corporation known as THE JUSTICE COURTS OF THE STATE OF UTAH, which was doing business at the exact same location as the state court I was researching.  And then I went to the Secretary of State website, and guess what?  THE JUSTICE COURTS OF THE STATE OF UTAH was not chartered to do business in the STATE OF UTAH.  Now, that made my head spin for a while.
Hummm… THE JUSTICE COURTS OF THE STATE OF UTAH was listed as a business on Dunn and Bradstreet, and research showed me that THE JUSTICE COURTS OF THE STATE OF UTAH had many branch offices all over the state which were not chartered with the Secretary of State, and I knew they were doing business and taking in a lot of money, so immediately I started to wonder if they, as a unchartered business taking in large sums of money from the citizens of Utah, were paying state taxes … and if not, WHY NOT!

In any event, in our upcoming seminar, we will be delving into this situation and several other situations.  We will be concentrating on the “civil” courts and the “criminal” courts.  We will also developing the technologies of Unlawful Detainer actions both from the defendant’s position and also actions for Unlawful Detainer (to include habeas corpus) from the plaintiff‘s position – yep, you can sue an Unlawful Detainer yourself … hey, the banks are doing thousands of them every day, so why not you?

Hopefully, when we get done, the old nursery rhyme … to market, to market, to buy a fat pig; home again, home again jiggidy-jig … will have a new meaning.
